Impact of Federal Govt Programs
• The National Broadband Network (NBN)

– Good for those covered when it gets rolled out, but there 
are “Gaps” that need to be addressed:

• The “2 percent” not covered by NBN
• Areas which may be covered my NBN in the longer-term, but need 

“fit-for-purpose” broadband now. 

• ABG
– The Minister’s announcements and draft guidelines provide 

hope of being able to implement “whole-of region” projects 
to address both gaps above.

– Significant work to be done to make those projects 
happen.



Where to from Here?

• Re-assess regional projects and how they may be 
progressed through ABG.

• Work with regional communities/groups to develop 
solutions (BDM to coordinate).

• Seek input from service providers to develop 
solutions.

• BDF funds to facilitate projects.
• Work with DBCDE to ensure that ABG guidelines 

and processes facilitate rollout of “whole-of-region”
networks.

• Jointly funded by SA Govt (DFEEST) and 

ACMA
• Detailed study will be released shortly
• Results show very significant economic 

benefits to State and region
• Interesting observations from responses
